The rules for katakana are almost exactly the same as for hiragana. The addition

of ~ or ~ to akatakana letter make the same sound changes as for hiragana, and
the use of small Y is also the same. However there are two main differences:

1. Long Vowel Sound

Background Information
A 'meishi’ or name card is a vital part of daily life in Japan; even teenagers often
carry them to exchange with acquaintances. More importantly though, is its use in
business life. A large portion of Japanese workers are company employees and a big
part of one's status in Japan comes from one's company and one's position in it. The
meishi contains important information about all of these.
When Japanese people meet one another for the first time, they inftroduce
themselves, bow and pass their meishi fo each other. Japanese people who regularly
meet non-Japanese people, often have Japanese printed on one side of their meishi,
and English on the other.
When receiving a meishi, it is important to
take it with two hands and read it, taking
note of its contents, before storing it
carefully away. When you hand over your
meishi, say:
